Moment of silence was led by Chairman Faracco
Motion to approve previous meeting minutes of January 12, 2015 made by Commissioner Maieli seconded by Commissioner Peluso with all in favor
Motion to approve Treasurer’s report made by Comm. Peluso Seconded by Comm. Maieli with all in favor. Warrants and Claims in amounts of  $8,455.08, $174,696.67and $17,395.64 have been submitted, reviewed, approved and paid.

Letter received from Chief listing member status for year end 2014.  The following members have been dropped from the roster effective 1/1/15:
Taylor Cowdell, Dave Lagudi, Deidra O’Brien, Donna Piscitello, Greg Chiofalo, James Hood, Mark Benner, Ronald Ramsey, Steve Affelt Jr. Chief advised all gear has been returned with the exception of uniforms and pagers.  Chairman Faracco advised Chief that their pagers are to be returned within one week.

Letter received from Chief regarding results of point review for members Joe McNamara, Tom Schneider, Joanne Schneider, and Thomas Quagliaria Jr. Results were that they be kept on the roster.  Motion to accept denied made by Comm. Maieli seconded by Comm. Schmidt with all in favor. Joe McNamara, Tom Schneider and Joanne Schneider will be dropped from the roster effective 1/1/15 and Thomas Quagliaria Jr. will be on point probation.

Chief presented a list of the 2015 Islip Town Fire Police meetings requesting the use of 3-6-9 and if necessary the 3-6-7 for transportation.  Motion made to approve this request by Comm. Peluso seconded by Comm. Maieli with all in favor.
Received medical clearance for member Juan Mendoza as a Class A to return to duty effective 1/29/15.  Motion made to approve by Comm. Peluso seconded by Comm. Maieli with all in favor. 

Received annual physical clearance for James Fetherston 1/23/15 and John Koenigsdorf, effective 1/23/15.
District Supervisor Perry Rocco requested a purchase order for chainsaws  from Cutters Edge NTE $2500.00.  Motion made to approve by Comm. Peluso seconded by Comm. Maieli with all in favor.

Comm. Peluso advised Chiefs that all members attending FASNY winter games hand in signed vouchers for meals no later than February 2, 2015.

Chief submitted the contract for his 2015 Inspection dinner.  Contract turned over tho BOFC for review and Chairman Faracco signature.  Motion to approve purchase order pending amendments per the contract NTE $21,000 made by Comm. Schmidt seconded by Comm. Peluso with all in favor.

Chief requested the purchase of a camera to be used by Bob Maxner for department fires and events. The camera will remain the property of the district.  BOFC requested that he submit his request specs and price for further consideration.  Discussion tabled.
2nd Asst. Chief Hollborn advised that he contacted RVI regarding the safety lockers.  He is looking into a cab built with racks ready including a combo lock.  
Chief discussed the new engine with the BOFC.  He has drawings and specs and wants to know what vendor will be applying lettering, radios, tools and hoses.  District Supervisor advised that he will work on this.

Comm. Maieli inquired how the process was going on flags for deceased members.  Chief advised he is still working on it.

Comm. Peluso asked Chief what the status was regarding candidate Paula Jones.  Chief advised still waiting on background report and will advise as process progresses.

New 2015 insurance I.D. cards have been handed over to the Chief for all vehicles and apparatus. 
Comm. Peluso inquired about the status of Matt Coffey to the Chief.  Chief advised he wants to come back to active service.  

Comm. Schmidt held a discussion with the Chiefs regarding 1st responder vehicles.   

Comm. Schmidt held a discussion with the Chief on who is checking signal 2 times.  He expressed the importance of this being monitored.
District Supervisor informed the Chiefs that progress is being made with the help of Tate Reilly regarding the implementation of truck logs through Red Alert.
Chairman Faracco advised the Chief that when a vehicle is out of garage to please advise BOFC.

District Supervisor advised that hydrant requests are up to date in Red Alert, storage room completed  Cabinets will be emptied by Chief.

District Supervisor advised that 3-6-2 is out for service, 3-6-3 is now back and 3-6-5 will go out next for service.  He will coordinate scheduling service of vehicles and advise Chief.   

District Supervisor advised that lights are almost completed in the truck house.

District Supervisor submitted a letter regarding cell phone use to all employees.  Motion made to approve by Comm. Maieli seconded by Comm. Schmidt with all in favor. Letter will be sent to all employees.
Motion to readopt 5.1 Risk Management Plan previously adopted in 2010 made by Comm. Maieli seconded by Comm. Schmidt with all in favor.
A verbal/electronic approval confirmation was made on 1/15/15 NTE $700.00 for the purchase of the district refrigerator. Approved by Commissioners Peluso, Faracco, Schmidt and Maieli.

Letter received from McNeil and Company regarding Matt Arthurs medical leave.
Motion to approve a purchase order NTE $563.09 for rescue supplies from Medical Warehouse made by Comm. Maieli seconded by Comm. Schmidt with all in favor.

District Supervisor advised the BOFC that RF Design (Chris Allen) will be her next Friday with Hello Alert to finish communication work on the tower. 
Comm. Schmidt held a discussion regarding Islip Town meeting, new state law requiring the coverage of fire rescue personnel out of district.  Bill Glass will look into opting in/opting out option and advise.

Comm. Peluso motioned to increase the value of the permissive referendum for the new pumper from $500,000.00 to $600,000.00. Motion to amend made by Comm. Peluso, seconded by Comm Schmidt with all in favor.

Comm. Maieli advised he is still working with PSEG regarding a grant.

Comm. Maieli requested the purchase of workbench, floor mats, truck hose, coat racks, steel cabinets from C&H Distributors.  Motion made to approve purchase order NTE $1600.00 by Comm. Maieli seconded by Comm. Schmidt with all in favor.

Comm. Maieli advises that the gear room plan for shelving etc. is in progress. Comm. Maieli requested a purchase of 2 Gear Racks with vinyl covers from Sean James Enterprises.  Motion made to approve NTE $300.00 by Comm. Maieli seconded by Comm. Schmidt with all in favor.

Comm. Maieli discussed with the BOFC a plan on a daily maintenance schedule for maintenance staff.

District Supervisor submitted a quote from National Business Furniture  off state bid for admin office furniture.  Motion made to approve purchase order NTE $8500.00 made by Comm. Maieli seconded by Comm. Peluso with all in favor.
Comm. Maieli advised he sent a draft to Cochrane Insurance regarding the water tank damage and repair process.  John Cochrane gave a verbal approval to start construction. Motion to approve emergency purchase due to health concerns NTE $5,000.00 made by Comm. Maieli seconded by Comm. Schmidt with all in favor. 
ISO inspection has been pushed back until March 2015.

Comm. Schmidt advised he is exploring options with architect and engineer for Station 2.  Perry Rocco advised he will have proposal from Tom Blore e by next business meeting.
Motion to move to Executive session at 8:30 p.m. made by Comm. Schmidt seconded by Comm. Peluso with all in favor.
Motion to move out of Executive session at 8:47 p.m.  made by Comm. Maieli seconded by Comm. Peluso with all in favor.

Motion to approve the salary increase for District Treasurer to $45,000 made by Comm. Maieli seconded by Comm. Peluso with all in favor.

Motion to change work schedule hours for the District Secretary from 5 hours per day to 6 hours per day made by Comm. Maieli seconded by Comm. Peluso with all in favor.
