· On behalf of District Secretary, we have quotes for gate at District NTE $800.00, repair and replacement for fence due to storm NTE $750.00 and Tree Services for District NTE $6500.00 and Substation NTE $800.00.

District Clerk reports on behalf of District Manager the report is as follows:

· Cameras in basement will be done within the next week or two. 

· Storm - multiple trees went down on west end of district. One tree fell on neighbor’s property taking down chain link fence and stockade fence. Insurance will only cover fence and part of tree that was lying on the fence. We also have a 1000 deductible. Claim was not filed. Replace chain link fence $750. Rucci did most of the clean-up with help from Frank C. They did an excellent job. We purchased two chain saws for district use. Hope to have all cleaned up by the end of July. Most of the trees that fell were diseased. Loriann worked on getting proposals for an arborist come down to prune and see if any other trees needed to be removed. Rucci will replace stockade fence. Neighbor was very happy with our response to the cleanup and thanked us. 

· I am waiting on NYS pricing for mobile cads for all vehicles. Will have additional information for next meeting. 

· Split ac unit at sub froze up over the past weekend. D&S came in Saturday for repair (4hr call out charge) all up and working. Loriann did a good job finding and coordinating sealing HQ parking lot.

· New radios are in. I will be taking 3 radios to have programmed by SCPD with current 800 frequencies the other radios will just be programmed with current UHF frequencies. If county does release any fire 700/800 channels, we will have them re-programmed.

· Fire Alarm system was completed by AMI alarm to add additional smoke/heat and pull stations. We are now in compliance. 

· I will be in small claims court Monday Aug 5 with old Fire Alarm company. 

· Diesel pump system.

· My personal recommendation is not to put a 500-gallon system at the main. I believe we should utilize the WEX fuel management system. We use the current diesel system 4-6 times per month. We have two gas stations in close proximity to the fire house. The approximate cost of a 500-gallon fuel management system is $55k. There are other yearly costs that would be associated with its upkeep. This is an expensive I feel is unnecessary. If you want to get a 250-gallon tank similar to what we have for the generator I can get pricing. I would also like to establish an agreement with CI Fire District and Islip Town to use pumps in an emergency. 

District Counsel:
