BE IT RESOLVED THAT

The Defined Benefit Program established by the Length of Service Award Program as approved by the voters of the Islip Terrace Fire District, Town of Islip, County of Suffolk, State of New York shall be amended to provide that the retirement benefit that may be earned by a plan participant be increased from a monthly payment of $20.00, payable for life for each year of firefighting service credited under the terms of the program, to $30.00, such change bearing an additional estimated annual cost of $33,000.00.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT:

The above resolution shall be presented to the voters of the Islip Terrace Fire District at the annual election thereof to be held on December 10, 2019, between the hours of 3:00 pm and 9:00 pm at the Islip Terrace Firehouse, 264 Beaver Dam Road, Islip Terrace, New York, and that the Secretary of the Fire District is hereby directed to cause public notice of such election to be published in timely fashion, according to statutory prescription.

7. IAL Total Security

· I went to court on Monday Aug 5.  IAL representative did not show.  I presented our case to the administrative Judge who found in our favor for $1,954.00 plus fees and interest.

· IAL is asking the judgement to be vacated and another date set.  The Court has allowed them to come in Oct 1 to explain why they didn’t attend the last hearing.  I submitted a letter stating we are asking they deny the request and uphold the decision.

8. New APX8000 are being programed by Multimedia waiting for final approval of frequencies and set up by Chiefs office

9. National Grid will be increasing gas delivery rates in January 2020 by almost 7%.  I met with ESCO regarding an alternative gas supplier.  They will decrease our current rate by almost 10 cents per therm.  We can lock into 24-36-month rate.  If we decide to cancel contract termination fee is $800.00.  Annual savings based on past bills is approximately $2,060.00 per year ($171.66 per month)
