Chief Russo:

· We have received KN95 respirators.  The guidance is to use them in the absence of an N95 respirators however with the opinion from our Department Surgeon and/or Medical Director. – District to follow up.

· We would like to prepare for more personnel to be on the firehouse premises.  What are the limitations that the District has in place regarding the premises?  Board advised Firehouse closed except for alarms, update will be available at next Board meeting.

· Requested disinfection schedule for HQ and Station 2.  HQ daily, Station 2 – 3x per week. – Questioned the frequency of disinfecting of the Stations.  District Manager advised it will be addressed.
· Held discussion regarding PPE being used in the building.
